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I picked some of these photos up off of the internet to show examples of what I think we should have as vents. And what we do not have in our shop. I was told by the press operator that if we have the right size exhaust vents then we could get the water temperature down to your settings is this true?
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we do not have this. And I know we should have this vent.
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we do not have the exhaust line vent.
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    I notice on other vents they do not restriction of the airflow in the line. I was told the chiller will not chill down and the air will back up. I think the red line is a outline of the vents size we need. 

     What I cannot understand is why this is like this from day 1 of the installation of the anicolor. And why the installers do not catch that we could not chill down to your temperature or at time the the right temperature.   

     Do you have a spec sheet on the vents so we can show our pressroom manager. the way it should look.
