Edit Mac Host File

Y ou must know the root password for the Mac, IP address of the BS Server, and the name of the BS
Server, to do this.

- open a terminal (via applications - utilities)

- type "cd /etc"

- type "sudo pico hosts"

- fill in the root password

- edit the file, add the BackStage Server IP address, “tab” enter the name of the BackStage Server

- close the file by hitting ctrl-x

- type “y” for yes

- hit return to save file as “hosts”
