You obviously have limited knowledge of the input parameters that make a litho plate run successfully on the press. Having 50 years’ experience as a Lithographic Printer, surely gives me some knowledge of Lithography.
So, I have no knowledge of Sonara Plates!  - what is the fundamental difference between a Pre-sensitized plate and a CtP plate, only the method of imaging.
You have no knowledge of a) Zinc Albumen surface plate b) Deep-Etch Plate
c) Bi-Metallic Plate, all these are just a Litho Plate when mounted on the press.
Now we come to a fundamental parameter “Interfacial Tension” this is a term used to encompass all the various forces which decide whether a liquid will or will not spread/wet a given area.
Preferential Wetting, in litho printing two liquids are present on the metal surface simultaneous, our interest is focused on the wetting by one liquid in the presence of a second one. This input parameter is measured by Interfacial Contact Angle Measurements between oil/water/metal interface.
